Case Update: Arrest and Arraignment of Indecent Exposure Suspect

As reported below from May 8, 2013 on separate indecent exposure and
stalking incidents - Brian Patrick Jones, age 24 from Mt. Clemens was arrested
and then arraigned on June 18, 2013 at 52-4 District Court before Magistrate
Clement J. Waldmann on one count of Indecent Exposure —a 93 day
misdemeanor. A pre-trial hearing will be held on August 13, 2013 at 8:30 a.m.
before Judge William E. Bolle of the 52-4 District Court.

After a lengthy investigation and follow-up, Troy Police Investigators
developed Jones as a suspect in the incidents and Jones subsequently made
admissions in the incidents.

Troy Police Caution Citizens of a Stranger Danger Alert

Over the course of the past week there have been three incidents in Troy
and one in Royal Oak of a male subject following women and teens while driving
in his vehicle. The subject is also exposing himself and making lewd comments
to the women. Below are brief summary of locations and victims:

e 5-4-2013 between noon and 1:00p.m. with a 32-year-old female victim
jogging in area of Robinwood Park in Troy.

e 5-4-2013 at approximately 1:40p.m. with two 12-year-old female victims in
the area of Anvil and Forge in Troy.

e 5-7-2013 at 5:53p.m. with a female adult victim jogging in area of Bellaire
St. in Royal Oak.



e 5-7-2013 at approximately 7:00p.m. a 36-year-old female victim walking in
area of Burtman and Wacon in Troy

The suspect is described as a white or Hispanic male with possible olive
skin; approximately 30-years-old (some witnesses described him between 18 to
35-years-old and others 35 to 40-years-old); short, dark hair; scruffy looking;
and spoke with a slight accent. Subject was observed wearing a navy baseball
cap and red shirt.

Vehicle is described as ared SUV — possibly a Chevy 2 door S-10 Blazer
with spare tire mounted on tailgate.
